BRUNO MUSSO 

Born in Turin in 1939, Bruno Musso obtained very young his degree in nuclear  engineering at the polytechnic there. For almost twenty years he worked in the nuclear sector, planning and realising prototype reactors and power plants, while at the more specifically scientific level, he developed, with Carlo Rubbia new concepts with regards to nuclear reactors and waste disposals. With Antonino Zichichi he developed some of the projects for the “World laboratory”.

In the 1980s he gradually extended his responsibilities to the entire electromechanical sector, confronting the challenges of the international market of power generation and infrastructures and leading, for more than ten years, as CEO the Ansaldo Group.

In parallel, as president of CESEN (Centro Studi Energia di Finmeccanica – Centre of Studies of Energy and Finmechanics) and of the IEFE (Istituto dell’Economia delle Fonti di Energia dell’Università Bocconi – Institute of Economics of Energy Resources of the Bocconi University), he deepened the analysis of the economical and strategic aspects of power supply – both nationally and internationally.

A scholar of philosophy and theology, university teacher of “ethics and economics”, he is author of various essays and literary works and, in 1997, he received the “Umanesimo e Management” (“Humanity and Management”) Award for «this unusual union of vocations».

In the period 2000÷2005 he has put his managerial experience at the services of the social and health sectors, especially committing himself to the development of the paediatrics as Vice President of the Gerolamo Gaslini Foundation, presided by the pro-tempore Archbishop of Genoa. In that role, by the end of 2003, he launched the Fondazione Istituto Mediterraneo per l’Infanzia – MedChild Institute, which he is presently presiding.

He is member of the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee of the Central Institute for the Sustenance of the Cleric and member of the Board of the Mus-e Italia Onlus. 
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
